Source of Law: Form and
Content in the Context of the
Sovereignization of the
National Legal System

In the article, the category "source of law" is
considered in the dialectical unity of form and
content. The phenomenon of normativity of human
consciousness is analyzed and a conclusion is
made about its conditioning by human volitional
qualities. The author considers the relation of the
will to normativity as the ratio of volitional content

volitional relations, source of law,
national legal system, national
sovereignty, rule of conduct, public
authority, social norm, sovereignty
of the national legal system, form of
law




and normative form. Based on these general
provisions, volitional relations are analyzed as
sources of formation of social normativity. The
main ways of form in social norms are highlighted,
the specifics of which form the basis for the legal
classification of sources of law. At the same time,
the author of the article proceeds from the fact that
social normativity acquires a proper legal quality
through universal public will, which is expressed in
national sovereignty. It is national sovereignty that
is a legitimate volitional source of positive law, a
direct, necessary condition for the existence of a
unique normative form, which is defined as a
national legal system. The sovereignization of the
national legal system is understood as the process
of its isolation as a national aspiration for
independent existence in opposition to various
methods of practical and ideological extraterritorial
legal in fluence.

Stigmatization as a reason for
refusal of psychological
assistance by combat veterans

The article is devoted to the study of the
phenomenon of stigmatization of military veterans
with psychological problems. The approaches to
the study of stigmatization of veterans are
analyzed. The types of stigmatization
(autostigmatization,  external  stigmatization,
stigmatization by association, indirect
stigmatization) are revealed. It is shown that
autostigmatization is associated with military
personnel's self-doubt, fear of being ridiculed and
bullied by others. External stigmatization manifests
itself as distrust, contempt of the social
environment, isolation of oneself from combatants
with psychological problems.

Dynamics of the level of
professional orientation of
students studying in the
specialty "midwifery"

The relevance of the study is due to the importance
of training qualified and motivated personnel for
the healthcare system, especially specialists in the
field of obstetrics. The purpose of this study was to
study the dynamics of the level of professional
orientation of students of the specialty "obstetrics"
in the learning process and to identify the factors
associated with its formation.

The sample consisted of 154
students of the first, second and third years of study
in the specialty "obstetrics" in secondary
specialized medical educational institutions.

The results showed that the respondents’ UPN has
the highest value in the first year, decreasing and
stabilizing at an average level in the next two years.
The indicators of students’ readiness for
professional situations according to the PSRA
methodology demonstrate positive dynamics,
however, they do not allow them to be attributed to
the target group of "dedicated to the profession.”
The dynamics of indicators of the meaningfulness
of life on the SOE test is nonlinear, while the final
values indicate that students have formed life goals
and a sense of meaningfulness of existence, but
professional activity is not their main means of
self-realization.

Correlation analysis revealed that UPN is
moderately  associated with a sense of
meaningfulness in life, the presence of life goals,
an assessment of past life, self-motivation for
professional self-development, satisfaction with the
present, and an assessment of the ability to
influence one's own life. There is a direct link
between UPN and age and obtaining additional
professional education at one's own expense at the
trend level. There is a feedback relationship
between UPN and the duration of training at the
trend level. The decrease in UPN may be due to the
transition from general education to professionally
oriented disciplines and practical training in senior




courses, as well as the expectation of a transition
from educational activities in an educational
institution to professional activities in a medical
and preventive institution.

Self-assessment by convicts of
their psychological readiness to
defend the interests of the
motherland

In the current political and military situation that
has developed both in Russia and around the
world, patriotic and civic education of all citizens,
including convicts, is of particular importance. This
determines the growing relevance of the problem
of fulfilling the civic duty to protect the interests of
the Motherland among the population as a whole
and convicts in particular. That is why the goal of
our study was to theoretically substantiate the need
for application and experimentally confirm the
effectiveness of the program for the formation of
psychological readiness for the participation of
citizens in places of deprivation of liberty in the
performance of combat missions and the protection
of the national interests of the Fatherland. To study
the attitude towards the fulfillment of the civic duty
to protect the interests of the Motherland, we
developed and conducted a Questionnaire to
identify the attitude towards the fulfillment of the
civic duty to protect the interests of the Motherland
among convicts (V. I. Dolgova, K. A. Laptev).
Here we present the results of the ascertaining

patriotism, patriot, readiness to
defend the Motherland, convicts,
self-esteem




experiment, which showed that the overwhelming
majority of subjects associate the concept of
"patriotism" with closeness to family. The share of
respondents who believe that patriotic qualities are
demonstrated in the process of communication on
various patriotic topics and that patriots are citizens
who know the symbols of the Motherland and the
main historical stages of its development is
dominant. One tenth of those surveyed believe that
there are no real patriots among the citizens of the
Motherland. A third of those surveyed show
obvious indifference to the problem of a possible
decline in the country's prestige. Almost half of the
respondents claim to have no clear civic position,
but a quarter of those surveyed feel it in
themselves. Particular attention was drawn to the
almost equal distribution of the respondents'
answers to the question related to the presence or
absence of a desire to take direct part in military
actions (a third of them could not give an exact
answer, every fifth convict showed an
unambiguous interest in participating in military
actions). Another third are hampered by various
circumstances (mainly health problems, ideological
views); and every fifth categorically refused to
participate in military actions. The obtained results
confirm the urgent need for complex, targeted,
systematic and systematic work on the formation
of psychological readiness to defend the interests
of the Motherland in convicts.

Correlation of value
orientations and military
identity in the process of
socialisation of military
university cadets

Active inclusion of an individual in the social
environment in the process of socialisation is
possible if his/her social experience is assimilated
and transformed into values. The system of values
formed in the process of socialisation forms the
basis of identity. The purpose of this study is to
examine the peculiarities of the correlation
between values and military identity of cadets at
different stages of military socialisation in a
military university.

The influence of combat
experience on the integration
of the structure of the
metacognitive subsystem of
the collective mental model of
military personnel

The relevance of the study is due to the presence in
science of a contradiction in the understanding and
purpose of the term "metacognitivism®”, about the
nature and interrelationships between various
metacognitive parameters, which has become
widespread in psychological science, as well as
about the influence of the professional experience
of military personnel of the Russian Guard,
obtained under the conditions of the introduction of
modern combat on the organization of the structure
of the metacognitive subsystem of mental models
of military personnel.
