Professional identity of post-
penitentiary probation
specialists

The high significance of the problem of
development and maintenance of professional
identity throughout the entire working life is due to
insufficient theoretical development, the need to
determine the strategy for improving the quality of
professional activity. The methodological basis of
the study were the provisions on the formation of
the subject of professional activity, the presence of
specifics of professional development depending
on the duration of activity. The empirical study
allowed us to identify a number of features of the
content of professional identity depending on the
length of professional activity, as well as a number
of patterns of its development. Specialists with less
than 3 years of experience are distinguished by
responsibility, motivation for achievement, self-

post-penitentiary probation,
professional identity, motives of
activity, professionalization,

responsibility, self-improvement




improvement, interest in social, psychological and
pedagogical innovations. In the group of specialists
with experience from 3 to 10 years, there are
pronounced motives for professional autonomy
and career growth. Specialists with more than 10
years of experience are characterized by reduced
interest in professional communication, a tendency
to imitate activities. It was revealed that awareness
of the social significance of the profession becomes
a reason for specialists to increase interest in the
content of the activity. For the first time, the
features of the professional identity of specialists in
the field of post-penitentiary probation have been
determined. The relationships between components
of professional identity and motives of activity are
established and described. The level of professional
identity in terms of readiness to change the
professional situation, improve professional skills
changes in the presence of a motive for recognition
and respect from professionals significant to the

Motivational features of
military servicemen

At different stages of
professionalization

The article presents the results of a comparative
study of the motivational characteristics of military
personnel at two stages of professionalization. It
was found that the motivational tendencies of “life
support”, “social usefulness” and “work activity”
are more typical for military personnel at the final
stage of professionalization, and the motivational
tendencies of “comfort”, “social status”, “creative
activity” and “community orientation” are more
pronounced in military personnel at the initial stage
of professionalization. It has also been shown that
external negative motivation is lower among
military personnel at the final stage of
professionalization, which means that they are to a
small extent motivated by the desire to avoid
punishment. There were no differences in the level
of external motivation among military personnel at
different stages of professionalization.

Coping strategies and

The activity of a teacher in the modern world is
accompanied by high emotional and intellectual
loads, which often lead to burnout syndrome,
which significantly reduces the quality of a
specialist's work and leads to serious physical and
psychological consequences. The study of coping
strategies (coping strategies) that allow overcoming
stressful and conflict situations is significant and
relevant, since it addresses the problem of
maintaining  psychological ~ well-being and
professional realization of teachers.

This study addresses the problem of emotional
burnout of teachers with different work experience
and choosing appropriate coping strategies.

Social expectations of young
people with disabilities in the
context of psychological and
pedagogical support in the
educational process

Social expectations play an important role in
shaping life prospects, in planning and self-
determination of the individual. This problem is
very relevant for people with disabilities who are
worried about their future, as they have objective
limitations in the process of realizing individual
aspirations. When providing psychological and
pedagogical support in the educational process, it is
necessary to take into account these circumstances
in order to effectively provide psychological and
pedagogical support to young people with
disabilities.

The purpose of the study is to study the social
expectations of young people with disabilities in
the context of psychological and pedagogical

social expectations, self-efficacy,
resilience, persons with disabilities,
psychological and pedagogical
support




support, to determine the vector of systemic
support and optimization of prospects in the
process of inclusive university education. The
study involved 100 young people with disabilities
aged 18-23 years. Social expectations of a
personality were studied using such techniques as
the questionnaire "Personal expecta-tions” (O.V.
Karina, M.A. Kiseleva, N.E. Shustova); the
questionnaire of resilience (S. Maddi, D. Leontiev,
E. Rasskazova); the scale of basic beliefs (R.
Yanov-Bulman). The results were processed using
the standard package of the IBM SPSS Statistics
21 statistical program.

A positive relationship has been established
between the characteristics of social expectations
(positivity, realism, flexibility and concreteness)
and ideas about the self-efficacy of young people
with disabilities (HIA). The study showed that the
lack of constructiveness of social expectations in
the field of interpersonal interaction, unrealistic
expectations regarding life prospects and diffuse
perception of one's own personal potential are
associated with low involvement of people with
disabilities in life and non-recognition, non-
acceptance of their own value. Effective
pedagogical technologies in the formation of
positive, realistic social expectations and increasing
the level of self-efficacy of young people are
psychological and pedagogical methods and forms
of work focused on the development of positive
thinking, increasing the self-worth of the
individual, building conscious goals when planning
the future.

A comprehensive
psychological approach to
assessing the readiness of
military personnel to act in
special conditions

This article examines aspects of behavioral
reactions of military personnel in situations of
possible risk and adaptation to potential combat
stress conditions. The focus is on the impact of a
complex of factors on the body of military
personnel, which often leads to a significant
decrease in their performance and causes a
restructuring of the functional activity of various
body systems. The development of a state of
functional stress is emphasized, which entails
changes in the nervous and endocrine regulation,
depletion of energy reserves and negative
metabolic shifts, which negatively affects the
functioning of physiological systems and
individual organs [23; 27]. In the process of
military service in extreme circumstances, there is
a possibility of a decrease in the general resistance
of the body and the occurrence of psychosomatic
and some individual pathological conditions and
specific diseases of various origins [1; 28]. All
these factors have a significant impact on the
effectiveness of the performance of service and

military personnel readiness, special
conditions, risk forecasting,
adaptation, maladaptation, coping
behavior, military team, extreme
situation,  leadership,  discipline,
special conditions of service, combat
stress, coping behavior, professional
health, tactical and special training,
psychological stability




combat tasks. There is an obvious need to
determine the set of psychophysiological
parameters of military personnel, which, in certain
situations, under the influence of specific factors of
military service, lead to adaptation, and in others —
to maladaptation. This is necessary for the further
development of effective treatment, preventive and
rehabilitation programs aimed at maintaining the
health and combat readiness of personnel,
psychophysiological correction of the functional
state [27; 29; 33]. The article analyzes factors
influencing the readiness of military personnel to
operate in high-risk conditions, including extreme
climate zones, combat operations, cyber threats,
and psychological stressors. It considers modern
training methods based on the integration of virtual
reality (VR), simulators, and combat experience.
Particular attention is paid to risk prediction and the
development of adaptive training strategies. The
results of the study emphasize the need for an
integrated approach that combines technical
innovation, psychological resilience, and tactical
flexibility. The article demonstrates that military
personnel readiness for special conditions is a
dynamic process that requires continuous updating
of methods and strategies in response to evolving
threats.

Professional motivation of
cadets of military universities
of the national guard troops of
the russian federation

The article is devoted to the professional
motivation of cadets of higher education
institutions of the National Guard Troops of the
Russian Federation. The idea is expressed that in
the current complex international situation caused
by the emergence of new, previously
uncharacteristic for world politics hybrid threats
emanating from countries unfriendly to Russia, the
troops of the National Guard of the Russian
Federation face complex and multifaceted tasks to
counter their efforts to destroy the existing world
order based on the provisions of the UN Charter.
The main attention is paid to conducting a
scientific experiment in order to determine the
motivational attitudes of cadets of higher education
institutions of the National Guard Troops who have
chosen to become an officer. Also, as a result of the
experiment conducted by the author, it was
concluded that the structure of motivational
attitudes of cadets of higher educational institutions

of the National Guard troops has some qualitative
differences, which determines the search for new
psychological and pedagogical approaches to the
formation of motivation of cadets of a military
university. An urgent need was found to develop
an experimental simulation-dynamic model of the
process of developing the structure of motivational
attitudes during the studies of cadets in a military
university of the VNG RF.

The role of legal education, as

The article examines a problem that arose with the
advent of the media and has worsened in our time.
Events that occurred at the beginning of the
coronavirus infection (COVID-19) pandemic
provoked the further development of the problem
of fake news, which later became aggravated with
the start of a special military operation. The
problem of disinformation has now acquired
particular relevance in connection with the ongoing
events accompanying a special military operation,
which directly affects the patriotic education and
formation of the personality of young people,
including those who are subject to conscription for
military service, forming in this environment
negative attitude towards military service in
particular, and towards the state in general. When
writing the article, research methods of legal acts
and dialectics were used. The result of the work
was the conclusion that, taking into account the
availability of information on the Internet and the
concomitant negative impact of disinformation on
society, the problem of countering this factor has
become acute; legal and military-patriotic
education, forming the right direction of thinking
and attitude to any kind of information, instilling
the skills of checking information for compliance
with current legislation. Also, as an auxiliary tool
for developing such skills and qualities, the
development of a special legal training program for
military personnel serving under contract should be
considered, since the specifics of their activities
dictate the conditions under which a high level of
legal literacy contributes to an adequate assessment

of a dynamically changing situation and
operational making decisions  within  the
framework of the requirements of current
legislation.

Analysis of correlations of
professional deficits of cadet
education teachers

A modern teacher of cadet education must have a
certain set of competencies to work with
professional deficits and pedagogical difficulties.
The article attempts to analyze the professional
deficits that have arisen among teachers of the
Cadet military corps. The study was conducted in a
survey format, and the group of respondents
included teachers and officer educators of the
Cadet military corps. It was revealed that
professional deficits are correlated with basic
prerequisites such as basic education, teaching
experience and the age of the teacher. To work
with deficits, it becomes important to support the
activities of teachers at all stages of their
professional path.
