The medical system of the
ministry of internal affairs of
the USSR in the Altai territory
in the 1970s (historical and
legal aspects)

The medical system of the Ministry of Internal
Affairs of the USSR developed consistently and
was aimed at maintaining the health of its
employees and workers, organizing treatment,
conducting  preventive measures, collecting
intoxicated citizens, and conducting various
medical examinations. The personnel of the Altai
Territory Department of Internal Affairs were
trained in providing primary medical assistance to
victims and acquiring knowledge about the
structure and functioning of the human body.
Medical units also existed in the correctional labor
system, where prisoners were treated. Over time,
the requirements for the qualifications of medical
personnel increased, and the medical service
further specialized, with the units gradually
acquiring the necessary specialized equipment.
However, there were also numerous shortcomings
in the provision of medical care in the units of the
USSR Ministry of Internal Affairs in the Altai
Territory.

The contemporary era is characterized by the
establishment of the multipolar global world. In
response, the countries of the collective West
arestriving to  counteract this  tendency,
bystrengthening their dictate and imposing neo-
colonial orders. In the context of an unprecedented
escalation of international tension, the world
leaders are directing their attention toward Russia,
which continues to be a center of spirituality and
morality and a place where traditional values are
still honored; the country, which has always
demonstrated its commitment to the norms of the
International Law. In their endeavors to disparage
the great victory of the USSR in the World War II,
liberal propagandists resort to mere falsification of
history, to denial of the atrocities of the united
Europe soldiers, who under the leadership of Adolf

Emotional and personal
determinants of professional
burnout in lawyers with
different professional
experience

The article presents the results of a comprehensive
empirical study aimed at identifying emotional and
personality determinants of professional burnout
among lawyers with different work experience.
The study involved 520 respondents divided into
two groups: young specialists with up to 5 years of
experience (n=250) and experienced lawyers with
5 or more years of experience (n=270). Using MBI
[8], V. V. Boyko's questionnaire [1], C. Ryff's
psychological well-being scale [19] and other
instruments, statistically significant differences in
the structure and severity of burnout components
were revealed. It was found that young lawyers
predominantly exhibit symptoms of emotional
exhaustion,  while  experienced  specialists
demonstrate higher levels of depersonalization and
reduced professional efficacy. Stable relationships
were established between burnout indicators,
eudaimonic well-being levels, and locus of control
characteristics. Theoretical interpretation integrates
Maslach's model [8; 18], Hobfoll's Conservation of
Resources Theory [17], Deci and Ryan's Self-
Determination  Theory [16], and Ryff's
psychological well-being model [19]. Based on the
results, differentiated practical recommendations
for the prevention of professional burnout have
been developed for different experience groups.

The level of professional
orientation of the personality
and other psychometric
indicators of medical
practitioners

The article examines the relationship between the
professional orientation of a person and other
psychometric indicators with various factors
among practicing obstetricians with professional
experience. Various methods and socio-
demographic questionnaires were used in the
study, and statistical data processing was carried
out. The aim of the study was to determine the
level of value of obstetricians towards their
profession, as one of the factors influencing the
quality of their participation in the implementation
of the continuous medical education model. It has
been established that the professional orientation of
the personality of obstetricians is formed under the
influence of a complex of factors, including
personal characteristics, professional and personal
experience. Correlation analysis demonstrates
significant links between the level of professional

professional orientation of the
personality of obstetricians,
readiness for professional activity,
midwifery, life-meaning
orientations, professional situations
in the work of obstetricians,
professional education of
obstetricians, life-meaning
orientations of obstetricians




orientation and various factors. The study showed
that there is a significant positive relationship
between the level of professional orientation of
obstetricians and their life-meaning orientations,
indicating the relationship between professional
activity and the meaningfulness of life. It was also
revealed that obstetricians with a high professional
orientation are more inclined to self-education,
actively study new information on their specialty
and undergo additional professional training.
Personal experiences of motherhood, including
positive  experiences  of  childbirth  and
breastfeeding, also have an impact on the level of
professional orientation, as well as age and
professional experience. These results highlight the
importance  of personal and  professional
experience, as well as the desire for development in
improving the professional  orientation  of
obstetricians.

It is necessary that every graduate
of a military university does not regret the acquired
specialty, understands its national significance, and
therefore experiences a sense of personal

psychological well-being. In this regard, the
integration of person-oriented, environmental, and
subject-activity approaches should become the
methodological basis for the implementation of
psychological support and psychological assistance
to cadets of military universities, aimed at helping
them adapt and improve their psychological well-
being.

The article provides a primary analysis of the main
concepts used to describe the psychological and
pedagogical conditions for ensuring the stability of
cadets' personalities against information and
psychological threats. The key concepts considered
are security, information and psychological
influence (hereinafter referred to as IPI), stability,
as well as the theories of LP. Pavlov, K. Lorenz,
A. Maslow, and other scientists, whose works
describe the methods of information influence and
their consequences for human behavior in typical
and extreme situations. In the context of the
continuous  development  of  information
technologies and hybrid forms of warfare, ensuring
resistance to information and psychological threats
(hereinafter referred to as IPT) has become an
urgent task for Russian society. Adolescents are
traditionally considered to be the most vulnerable
to IPT. However, cadets of the National Guard of
the Russian Federation (hereinafter referred to as
the NGF) have recently become the primary target
for destructive information influence. The purpose
of the study is to provide a theoretical analysis of
the conditions, means, and methods of countering
information and psychological manipulation,
including disinformation, rumors, emotional
provocations, and covert behavior control.

Interpersonal communication
of primary school students

The article presents the results of an experimental
study of the subjective perception of classmates by
schoolchildren with different levels of academic
performance. The need for communication and
peer approval, the desire to take a certain place in
the system of relationships are the most important
social motives for educational activity, which often
remain unformed in schoolchildren with low
academic performance. The study was carried out
using the method of writing an essay on the topic:
"Our class". The participants in the experiment
were 302 primary school students studying in
grades 4 of comprehensive schools in Chelyabinsk,
86 of whom have low academic performance. The
results of the study revealed the predominance of
negative and negative perception of classmates in

Psychological and pedagogical
management of the process of
adaptation of cadets to high
academic workloads

The present study was undertaken in order to
establish ~ the  diagnostic,  adaptive  and
psychological capabilities of the computer
techniqgue of "game bio-management” in the
process of working with military personnel. The
novelty of this work lies in the fact that previously
the methodology was not used in military
universities to identify and describe the behaviors
of military personnel. Meanwhile, the recognition
of psychological overwork and emotional burnout
among military university cadets is an urgent and
significant area of activity for psychologists and
educators. Methodically, the emphasis was placed
on the principle of unity of consciousness and
activity, using an experimental psychological
method, a special virtual game as an active way of
learning, and mathematical processing methods.
Based on the analysis of the results obtained, it was
revealed that the most typical strategies for
relieving internal tension for cadets are playing
sports, communicating with a psychologist,
listening to music, and independent work in
preparation for classes. This circumstance must be
taken into account in the educational process of all
psychological and pedagogical support for military
university cadets, as well as when planning
preventive measures. Digital tools in the form of
"game bio-management™ can be used not only in
military universities, but also at the place of
military service of future officers in military units.

Features of sensorimotor
development in infants during
emotional communication with
significant adults

This article is devoted to the study of the specific
features of sensorimotor development in infants
during direct-emotional communication with
significant adults. The author argues that the
restoration of "nursery groups™ within the public
preschool education system, along with the
growing number of developmental centers,
increases the importance of psychologists’ work
with young children. However, the prevailing
pediatric approach is insufficient for the full mental
development of infants, thus requiring early
childhood psychologists to possess a high level of
professional  qualification based on socio-

early childhood psychologist, socio-
psychological competence, infants,
direct-emotional ~ communication,
sensorimotor development




psychological competence.

The main hypothesis of the study is that the
integration  of  psychomotor  development
components into the structure of direct-emotional
communication creates a mutually enriching effect
and contributes to more productive cognitive and
personal development of infants and young
children. To test this hypothesis, an experiment
was conducted to study voluntary movements
contributing to the improvement of the “grasping"
function, which is considered a key achievement in
a child's mental and sensorimotor development.

As part of the scientific project, the author
developed and tested a program aimed at creating
an effective developmental environment using
sensorimotor components and tactile techniques
embedded in the process of direct-emotional
communication between the psychologist and the
child. The program also focused on preparing
parents (mainly mothers) for subject-based
interaction with the infant.

Analytical materials are presented based on the
results of ascertaining and formative experiments
conducted with control (CG) and experimental
(EG) groups of infants.

The results of the study showed that sensorimotor
development components, when included in the
form of exercises and tactile techniques within
direct-emotional communication, were perceived
much more positively by infants in the
experimental group compared to those in the
control group. Such progress in the development of
voluntary grasping movements, general cognitive
activity, and personal manifestations in infants is
possible only through collaboration with significant
adults — parents and psychologists — where the
psychologist must possess specific, professionally




significant socio-psychological competence.

Features of psychological
training of the military
personnel of the russian guard
when performing shooting
EXercises

This article presents the results of a study on the
use of audiovisual forms of psychological training
during shooting practice. The relevance of the
scientific research is due to the fact that
psychological work in the National Guard troops
has a clear, organized structure and is conducted in
areas (training, examination, prevention, assistance,
education), at the same time, changes in the nature
of warfare, taking into account the conditions of a
special  military  operation, impose  new
requirements on psychological training of military
personnel.

Features of role flexibility as a
socially significant component
in the structure of the status-
role subsystem of collective
mental models of military
personnel interaction

Modern conditions of service in law enforcement
agencies are characterized by high dynamism,
multitasking and the need to quickly adapt to
changing circumstances. In the context of
globalization and changing social structures, the
relevance of studying role behavior is increasing,
as it affects the effectiveness of interactions in
various spheres of society. The current situation is
characterized by tension in the economic and
political arenas, which necessitates the high-quality
training of cadets for modern combat. Military
personnel operate in various conditions, both in
peacetime and in wartime, as evidenced by the
situation in the area of a special military operation,
where military personnel perform service and
combat tasks as part of a combined military
formation. In these conditions, the status-role
subsystem of collective mental models of military
personnel interaction is of particular importance,
which in turn integrates statuses and roles
distributed in a small group of military personnel
and requires specialized knowledge of cadets —
future officers, such as the ability to effectively
perform various social and professional roles
depending on special, functional and job
responsibilities. This competence is becoming key
